MATTERS FOR THE GOOD OF DOWNTOWN

Gallo Center for the Arts – Doug Hosner reported Gallo is slowing down by the number of performances. Doug explained that event sales for the coming season have been a pleasant surprise.  A few things have been added to the 2010-2011 Season.

Tammy Maisetti reported that Claudine Gray is doing a great job working with the restaurants and tour groups for Gallo Center for the Arts. 

Redevelopment Update – Margaret James explained that at the June Redevelopment Commission meeting the commission went over their action matrix and are planning for the future.

Form Base Codes – Patrick Kelly, Steve Mitchell, and Josh Bridegroom gave information on Form Base Codes.  They explained that they went over the Redevelopment Master Plan and its goals, policy and objectives.  It was then determined that Form Base Codes would be best for downtown.

They explained that the Form Base Codes proposal will be going before the Planning Commission next Monday night and the City Council on July 13th.  It was explained that the Form Base Codes are for new development only.  It is a simplified way to get outdoor display areas, and streamline the outdoor dining permit.
Steve Mitchell stated the Form Base Codes will help with the revitalization of downtown.

Economic Partnership Meeting Update – Margaret James reported that at the meeting they went over the adoption of the seven (7) Anchors.  Also discussed was the Commonwealth forming teams and getting the seven (7) Anchors out into the business community.  Margaret also mentioned that some have implemented “Modesto Alive”.

Economic Partnership Meeting Update Continued – The City Manager has asked Commonwealth to come back with ways they will be using the seven (7) Anchors in their businesses.
The partners will be discussing marketing ideas and when we get the ideas finalized, we will take them to the City Council.
