MATTERS FOR THE GOOD OF DOWNTOWN
Gallo Center for the Arts  - Doug Hosner reported the Gallo Center is running on a good note with 17 sold out performances.
Doug also reported he is worried about the tagging that was done on 10th St. across from the Gallo Center.  Gallo is considering installing camera’s on the outside of the building.  Doug explained Gallo Center has night time security guards but not 24/7.   Staff explained that we had removed the graffiti from the property across the street and many other locations downtown that had been hit with graffiti.  

Tom Slater stated that etching windows should be a federal offense.

Economic Partnership Meeting Update – Staff reported the December meeting had been canceled.
Old Town Update – Staff explained that Rev. Martinez of Centre Pointe Christian Center, Inc. and Small World Christian School on 6th St. is still working with the businesses in the area to get a Business Crime Watch started.  He needs to get 25-50 businesses to participate and each business will have to pay approximately $75 to $125 a month for private security to cover the area.

Redevelopment Update – Margaret James reported that Brent Sinclair is on the site selection committee for the new courthouse.  It was mentioned that the consensus of the group is to keep the courthouse in the downtown core.  Tammy Maisetti stated that downtown Modesto is the core and hub of our community.  
Beautification Reports

Ralston Park – Staff explained that Julie Hannon had e-mailed her and stated that the Safety and Communities Committee is forming a Blue Ribbon Committee on Homelessness to study and address some of the homeless issues affecting Modesto, its citizens, service providers, homeless and park use.  Julie reported that patrols and sweeps at Ralston Park are continuing.  
Downtown Complete Streets Update – Staff reported that the next meeting is on January 10, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. in Room 2005 if anyone would like to attend.

Downtown News – Staff reported the newsletter has been mailed.

Promotion Reports 
Downtown Entertainment District Update – Staff reported that things have been going pretty well downtown.  The Clubs within the DED boundaries are continuing to meet monthly.
The police are seeing more weapons in the downtown area.  They are asking the clubs to be sure and check patrons for weapons.
