MATTERS FOR THE GOOD OF DOWNTOWN
Gallo Center for the Arts  - Doug Hosner reported the Gallo Center for the Arts is doing well.  Some of the shows are selling out.
Redevelopment Update – Margaret James reported that expansion is going forward of the Redevelopment area in December.  Tammy Maisetti stated that this is a good thing.  Margaret explained good things are going on in the Airport District Neighborhood/Yosemite Blvd.
Margaret also explained that the Watson Bros. Upholstery building is being renovated and will go up for lease next year.  The streets, curbs, and gutters are done in this area.
Economic Partnership Meeting Update – Staff reported the November meeting had been canceled.
Old Town Update – Staff reported that she attended their neighborhood meeting to discuss private patrol in the 6th Street to 8th Street area.  Four (4) patrol companies attended the meeting and gave estimates of what it would cost and answer any questions the businesses might have.  No decisions were made.
Private Patrol Update – Staff explained that we have had one (1) meeting and approximately 15 businesses attended.  The next step is we will be sending out a survey/questionnaire to downtown businesses regarding the private patrol.

David Boring explained that if you have an alarm company and then participate in the private patrol, the costs are separate.

Resignation Letter from Eric Benson – Bart Barringer moved to accept the resignation from Eric Benson from the Downtown Improvement District Board.  Tammy Maisetti seconded.  Board members stated he is going to be missed.
