APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Bart Barringer moved to approve the August 18, 2010 minutes of the Downtown Improvement District Board Meeting.  Tom Slater seconded.

Unanimous approval.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Staff reported all correspondence has been delivered.

Chairman Boots explained that we would take the Promotion Reports/International Festival out of order.

MATTERS FOR THE GOOD OF DOWNTOWN
Gallo Center for the Arts  - Doug Hosner reported that Jeremy Renner, Michael Bolton are sold out.  Valley’s Got Talent sold approximately 600 seats the first night and after word of mouth the second night sold out.  The winner was from Modesto Junior College.  Doug explained that these local events are bringing in the community.  The Master of Ceremonies for Modesto’s Got Talent was a local person.
Doug explained some changes to the Gallo Center’s Friend of the Center program.  Now, when your Friend contributions are $150 or more a year, you get a 15% discount when you purchase tickets in person or by phone for any individual performances presented by the Center.
Doug Hosner reported some bad news.  There has been vandalism outside of the Gallo Center.  They are stepping up security at night.  Laurie Smith will see if the Police cameras at 10th and H Streets caught anything on the cameras.
Redevelopment Update – Laurie Smith reported 50% reduction of the Capital Facilities Fees for eighteen months in the Redevelopment area.  
There is no activity on the 10th and H Streets Project.
David Boring explained that the City might get a few people who have been waiting to see if the fee reduction was going to happen.  David also stated that we need to get behind Proposition 22 and push forward, so the State of California can’t take our Redevelopment funds anymore.
Redevelopment Update Continued – Tammy Maisetti stated we need to combine City and County government and make the process easier.

Resignation from Georgia Anderson – Staff reported we have received a letter of resignation from Georgia Anderson.  Georgia is closing her store on 13th Street.  Staff explained that we will have an application for the board vacancy in our next newsletter which will be going out in October.

Color Modesto Report – Staff explained that the pots will be pruned and planted on October 27th, 29th and 30th.

Promotion Reports 
Downtown Entertainment District Update – Staff reported that the Entertainment Permit holders that are not downtown businesses now must attend a quarterly meeting.  They are allowed to miss one (1) meeting per year.  Downtown businesses will continue to meet monthly.
Holiday Parade – Staff reported the Holiday Parade will be Saturday, December 4th at 5:30 p.m.    Also, there will not be a Tree Lighting Ceremony at the Centre Plaza this year.

NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Staff explained that the Mexican Consulate has requested to use fifteen of our brackets to hang banners for the 200th Mexico/California Anniversary.  Staff explained that there is no cost to the Downtown Improvement District.  These banners will be up until November when we install the Holiday Banners.
Bart Barringer moved to have the Mexican Consulate install the 200th Mexico/California Anniversary Banners.  Lee Hedgepeth seconded.  Unanimous approval.

Homeless at Ralston Tower Park Update – Staff updated the Board that Julie Hannon is working with the Police Department to make sure the homeless are obeying the law at Ralston.  The City is also working on not feeding the homeless at the park.  No drinking or drugs.  The Police have made approximately eight (8) arrests at this park.
David Boring stated it does look less crowded with homeless people.
